I, the undersigned, do hereby state under oath that

1) My name is Bret Grote, and I am an investigator with the Human Rights Coalition, located at 5129 Penn Avenue, Pittsburgh, PA 15224, which is an organization dedicated to upholding the rights of prisoners and the rule of law inside state correctional institutions within Pennsylvania;

2) I accuse Regional Deputy Secretary Michael Klopotoski; Superintendent Jerome Walsh; Joseph Zakarauskas; Sgt. Buck; Sgt. Ransom; Sgt. Konycki; Lt. Bleich; Lt. Mosier; Correctional Officers James Wilk; Mr. Kovac; Mr. Harrison; Mr. McCoy; Mr. Pudlosky; Mr. Provo; Mr. Elmore; Mr. Chalker; Mr. Bath; Mr. Corbett; Mr. Colbert; Mr. Matello; Mr. Rasburn; Mailroom Supervisor Nancy Fedor; all of whom are employed by the Pennsylvania Department of Corrections (DOC) at the State Correctional Institution (SCI) at Dallas, with violating the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

3) The accused committed these violations during the months extending from no later than June 2009 until the present time, wherein the violations are ongoing. 

4) The places these violations were committed in were on the grounds of the SCI at Dallas, 1000 Follies Road, Dallas, PA 18612.  

5) The offenses committed are detailed in this complaint and the accompanying documentation, involving criminal violations of the rights of Matthew Bullock, Carrington Keys, Andre Jacobs, Anthony Kelly, Isaac Sanchez, Anthony Locke, Derrick Stanley, Duane Peter, and other similarly situated and maltreated inmates in the Restricted Housing Unit (RHU) at SCI Dallas.

Offenses against Matthew Bullock

6) The offenses committed are detailed in this complaint and the accompanying documentation. More than half of a dozen fellow inmates of Matthew Bullock reported that the accused coerced Bullock to commit suicide by kicking on his door, calling him child molester, and depriving him of protection against suicidal tendencies. 

7) On the days leading up to August 24, 2009, Mr. Bullock was complaining about his conditions of confinement, which included his inability to breathe because of the abnormally hot temperature in his cell, and a constant bright light shining in his face 24 hours a day.

8) After Mr. Bullock told the C/Os that he would kill himself, the officers moved Mr. Bullock from a cell with a camera used to monitor an inmate’s condition and mental stability to a cell without a camera and provided him with the means to commit suicide. 
9) During the move to another cell, C/O Wilk (who was reportedly drunk at the time and has been the subject of numerous affidavits affirming his tendency to arrive to work drunk) taunted and antagonized Bullock by calling him a child molester and rapist.

10) C/Os Colbert and McCoy during the 6 to 2 shift and C/Os Bath, Matello, and Sromoviski on the 2-10 shift harassed Bullock for days prior to his death.

11) None of the C/Os made rounds during the 2 to 10 shift to check on Bullock and his precarious mental state, enabling to Bullock’s suicide.
12) At 6:16pm on August 24, 2009 Matthew Bullock was found dead in the RHU of KA range four, cell #48.

13) Mr. Keys reported that on August 26, 2009 and August 27, 2009 C/O McCoy bragged that it was he who made Bullock commit suicide and he would like to see other inmates kill themselves.

Offenses against Carrington Keys

14) In June of 2009 Mr. Keys was scheduled to testify for Purcell Bronson, another inmate who is engaged in litigation involving denial of medical care at SCI Camp Hill, and he also sent an affidavit to the court for David Crews in the latter’s civil action against Camp Hill personnel.  On June 1, 2009 his cell was searched by C/O Shultz, who told him to “mind your business or you’re going back there [to the RHU] to pay Bronson and Crews a visit.  Mr. Keys filed a grievance and sent “constructive notice” to Supt. Klopotoski regarding this matter.  The notice to the Supt. was utilized as a pretext for fabricated charges of extortion or blackmail, possession of contraband, and unauthorized use of the mail and Mr. Keys was sent to the RHU.

15) In a criminal complaint sent to the DA of Luzerne County, Mr. Keys reported, inter alia, the following: “On the date of 8-27-09, upon being returned from yard, while being escorted by Publowsky and Officer McCoy: I was subject to racial slurs such as ‘nigger’ ‘black piece of shit’ and ‘coon’ by C/O McCoy to provoke an altercation.  I was then told by Officer McCoy ‘I heard about your complaints to Human Rights groups and your criminal complaints against Jeffrey Beard and the Superintendent, I thought you were smarter than that, don’t you know we are all one team?’  I was told by Officer McCoy: ‘We are going to make you strip today pussy I want to see that sweet black ass of yours.’  At this time I was rushed into he dayroom where there are cameras.  I was slammed up against the strip cage face first and punched about the sides and face repeatedly by McCoy.  I was then yanked by the neck by Publowksy and thrown into the strip cage.  At this time the tether attached to the handcuffs was pulled tightly causing the complainants hands to be cut.  The Superintendent Klopotoski through his failure to curb the pattern of abuse within SCI Dallas by taking remedial action, the officers believe they can assault inmates and issue false official reports to conceal them.”

16) In an affidavit submitted to HRC, Carrington-Alan Keys states: “That on the date of 10-14-09 upon returning from yard, I was approached by Officer Angelove who stated to me, “You shouldn’t be filing complaints with Human Rights Coalition.  I advise you to mind your business because it is only making you a target and that there are some serious allegations being made that is going to cause you trouble if you don’t sign off on your complaints.”  Upon returning from shower I was handcuffed by Officer Elmore who pushed me up against the wall and began punching me about the arms, sides and ribs.  Officer Elmore stated: “You better sign off on that prison investigation with Human Rights Coalition or next time I’m going to punch your teeth down your throat.””

17) On April 29, 2010, Carrington Keys was one of several men subjected to violent assault with chemical and electro-shock weaponry (see § 31-36 below).

Offenses against Andre Jacobs

18) Andre Jacobs reports, and has extensively documented, that he has, inter alia, been assaulted, deprived food and water, continually harassed, subject to disciplinary time on false charges, deprived of medical attention, had his life threatened, and had hundreds of pages of confidential legal mail confiscated in flagrant contravention of policy and law.  These actions have been undertaken by the DOC personnel named above in retaliation for Mr. Jacob’s successful litigation against other DOC defendants and the recent media and public exposure of degrading, inhuman, and illegal conditions of confinement at SCI Dallas, for which Mr. Jacobs has been targeted for his willingness to report human rights violations perpetrated against himself and other prisoners.

19) In an affidavit submitted to HRC/Fed Up!, Carrington Keys reports that on 10/09/09 he “witnessed Officer Chalker speaking with another officer about going into prisoner Andre Jacobs cell and taking food items from prisoner Jacobs kosher diet bag.”  Further, Mr. Keys overheard Chalker state “That Jacobs thinks he’s special because he gets a kosher diet whatever I find in his cell I’m throwing in the trash.”  The officer subsequently threw Andre’s food items in the trash.

20) On Saturday, October 10th, Andre Jacobs received a visit from a human rights defender.  In a report submitted to our offices later in the week he testified that five minutes after returning from the visit guards orchestrated a shakedown of his cell, his legal documents were destroyed, he was issued false misconducts, and placed on “restrictions” that prohibit him yard, shower, running water, and food.  He has been placed on “food loaf,” an inedible food-substitute that is used as a tool of coercion.  Andre was told by Sgt. Buck and Lt. Bleich that he was being targeted for his affiliation with HRC/Fed Up!, claiming he brought us to the prison.  At the time of writing Andre had been without water in his cell for three days and had not eaten for four days.

21) In a Declaration submitted to HRC/Fed Up! Eric Rambert details the destruction of legal property belonging to Andre Jacobs in retaliation for his being awarded $185,000 in a lawsuit against DOC personnel and in order to sabotage pending litigation.  Sgt. Buck, C/Os Provo, Harrison, Pudlosky, Chalker, and Sgt. Ransom were all involved in destroying documents and ransacking his cell while he was not there on 10/10 and 10/16 respectively.  Also, Mr. Rambert reports that he “heard prison guards Robo, McCoy, and Sgt. Buck propositioning prisoners to attack Mr. Jacobs verbally and physically because ‘he is a snitch’, back in May, prior to Mr. Jacobs’ having ever arrived at SCI Dallas from SCI Fayette.

22) In the three weeks preceding the events of paragraphs 6, 7, and 8, Mr. Jacobs had been twice physically assaulted/abused by C/O James Wilk and had his hand slammed in the tray slot of his cell door by C/Os Kovac and Harrison.  Mr. Jacobs, along with Eric Rambert, David Sierra, Juston Boyle, and others have reported receiving death threats in recent months due to their efforts to exercise constitutional rights such as filing administrative grievances, lawsuits, criminal complaints, and corresponding with outside agencies regarding conditions of brutality, racism, squalid living conditions, retaliation, intimidation, denial of medical—especially mental health—care, and other related criminal violations of their rights.  (see attached documentation for summary recounting of these conditions, which have been compiled from thousands of pages of reports, criminal complaints, civil actions, grievances, and other materials).  

23) In a Declaration submitted to HRC/Fed Up!, Andre Jacobs reports that on October 29th Eric Rambert, a jailhouse lawyer who has done much to expose conditions of confinement in SCI Dallas’s Restricted Housing Unit (RHU), was transferred to another prison.  Mr. Jacobs was told by Sgt. Buck, “Now you can get all the attention.”  Shortly thereafter Buck came to his cell and told Mr. Jacobs, “You’re moving to Rambert’s cell.  If you refuse you’ll get what Boyle got,” referring to an assault against Mr. Boyle a few days prior (see attached abuse logs for SCI Dallas, entries for October 26, 2009).  C/Os Elmore and McCoy came to Jacobs’ cell and threatened to “fuck him up.”  Mr. Jacobs complied with orders and Elmore began taunting him by calling him a rapist, snitch, and homosexual, and referencing grievances recently filed against him by another prisoner, who named Jacobs in the report.  Elmore shoved Jacobs into his new cell and cocked his arm as if to punch the  handcuffed prisoner.  Two prisoners, Terrell Owens and David Sierra cried out “quit assaulting that man,” and were written up on fabricated misconducts for “participating in group activity.”  All three of these prisoners have filed several grievances against staff mentioned herein.  Mr. Jacobs obtained a bruise 8 inches long and 4 inches wide recently after Elmore yanked his arms through the slot while he was handcuffed, causing a cut.  When these injuries were being photographed in medical Nurse Patty reportedly stated, “These are my boys of 36 years, if anything I’ll help them kill you!”

24) In two declarations submitted to HRC/Fed Up! Andre Jacobs reports that C/Os Chalker and Rudaski deprived him of eating utensils and told him to “tell HRC about it.”  Rudaski further stated, “I’ll bet our lies defeat your truths.”  These two officers then proceeded to issue two fabricated misconducts against Mr. Jacobs for threatening to “throw feces” and “kill” these guards.  This latest incident is but a continuation of a flagrant and ongoing pattern of such retaliation and intimidation, the misconducts being used as a pretext for the illegal deprivation of yard, shower, law library and other rights.  On the same day as the above incidents Sgt. Buck claimed Andre refused to participate in an interview with Lt. John Doe regarding claims he has against guards and their superiors.  In fact, Mr. Jacobs desired to be interviewed but at his cell door due to the repeated threats of assault and death he has received from guards in the event he was to leave his cell.  On November 17, 2009 Chalker and Rudaski came to Mr. Jacobs cell and order him to cuff up so that his “cell could be searched for the 30th time in the last 3 months.”  When Andre requested a commissioned officer to confirm that this search was ordered the officers refused and issued another misconduct for refusing to comply with their orders.  At the time of these incidents Mr. Jacobs had not left his cell, except for one visit, in approximately three months due to repeated death threats from RHU guards.  Lt. Mosier and Sgt. Buck are fully aware of the conduct of their subordinates and condone such actions.

25) On November 24, 2009 Andre Jacobs informed both C/O Rayburn and Nurse Dawn Williams that prisoner Bernard Carr was coughing and throwing up in his cell.  Nurse Williams replied, “Mind your business.  He can sign up for sick call.”  Sick call was not until tomorrow.  At approximately 6:00 am on the morning of 11/25 C/O Wilk found Mr. Carr dead in his cell.  When Sgt. Ransom arrived on the block that morning he loudly stated, “Another dead nigger.  Jacobs’ next.”

26) On December 7, 2009 HRC/Fed Up! received a manila envelope from Andre Jacobs containing two declarations and a dead mouse wrapped in newspaper.  The Declaration pertaining to the mouse read as follows: “On 11-30-09, Sgt. Konycki and John Doe delivered me my religious kosher bag at dinner time.  Upon pulling the brown bag in my cell, I immediately noticed something moving in it.  I slammed the bag down and out ran a mouse which I was able to kill, its blood on my floor, my food, jelly, and cottage cheese splattered all over my legal work.  When Sgt. Konycki came to my cell to collect trash he kept making a ‘squeak squeak’ noise all the way down the tier and when he reached my cell, he stated ‘the mouse was from Sgt. Ransom was it good?’  I gather that the mouse had to have come from outside of this unit since I have been here since May 13, 09 and haven’t saw a single mouse; nor have I heard any prisoner complain about them being here.  I note that my kosher bag has been smashed, contaminated with disinfect and trash, feces and now a mouse, which I am sending to HRC as proof of my claim and I showed it to Lt. Martin.”

27) In a declaration submitted to HRC/Fed Up! Andre Jacobs reports that on 12/01/09 Lt. Martin and John Doe told him to come to the law library to discuss mail of his, specifically a complaint/declaration submitted to HRC/Fed Up! against Lt. Martin.  Mr. Jacobs further claims that Nancy Fedor, who works in the mailroom, must have conspired to share the contents of his mail to RHU staff, such as Lt. Martin, who is not authorized to inspect mail.  Andre told the officers that he would be interviewed at his door but refused to leave his cell due to constant threats on his life by prison staff.

28) In late November, Andre Jacobs sent legal documents to be photocopied by the law firm Lambert and Martineau, who made the copies and sent them to Mr. Jacobs.  The copies were sent in two packages, each costing $11.03, and the total number of pages contained therein being estimated by Mr. Jacobs as more than 800.  The first of these was delivered on 12/14/09 and was already opened, despite its being marked legal mail with an attorney number, and transcripts from case #04-1366 were missing.  The second package was received on 12/22/09 with approximately 60 pages inside.  When Mr. Jacobs told C/O Scromski that such a package could not possibly have cost so much to send the latter replied: “Captain Zak and Nancy [Fedor] said for you to take it up with them for the document you sent to HRC about them.”  This mail was opened outside his presence, without his permission, and hundreds of pages illegally confiscated.  The previous day, 12/21/09, Mr. Jacobs was taken to the Security Department where Captain Zakarauckas and Counselor Keller were waiting for him.  The former engaged in verbal harassment and repeated claims Andre had made against him in legal documents.  When Mr. Jacobs inquired as to why he had not yet received the second of packages from Lambert and Martineau he was told by Captain Zakarauckas “we got it and you’re not getting it.  And, if you use our grievance system to challenge it, it’ll get worse.”  He then indicated that Mr. Jacobs would be subjected to assault and possibly death.  Mr. Jacobs’ version of events was confirmed in a declaration submitted by Joshua Vanderhoff as well as a U.S. postal receipt obtained from the firm Lambert and Martineau.

29) Two sworn affidavits submitted to HRC/Fed Up! testify that on January 7, 2010, Andre Jacobs was assaulted by at least 6 guards in the solitary confinement unit at SCI Dallas.  Carrington Keys reported hearing “KB-25 cell door opened and heard officers MCoy, Wiles, Chalker, Wilk, and Walters making racial remarks while repeatedly striking prisoners Jacobs with loud strikes of blows repeatedly,” for approximately 5 minutes.  Lt. Mosier was present during the assault. During this time Keys heard McCoy and Chalker state “We told you we were going to get your black ass nigger.”  The affidavit of Anthony Kelly’s affidavit states that he heard C/O Chalker say “Told you we would get your nigger ass.”  Andre Jacobs reportedly suffered a busted lip and head, with cuts at the side of his face and legs.  After the assault both Keys and Kelly overheard the guards conspiring to fabricate a pretext for the attack.  Kelly reported hearing McCoy say “We got to get our stories together,” to which C/O Chalker responded “We got to get them tapes.”  Lt. Mosier assured them that “The cameras aren’t working.”  Chalker then reportedly suggested that they claim Mr. Jacobs “slipped his cuffs,” before McCoy replied that “No, we’re going to say he was attempting to hang himself and that gives us all the power we need to enter his cell.”  This version of events was corroborated by both affidavits.

30) On April 30, 2010, Andre Jacobs was one of several men subjected to violent assault with chemical and electro-shock weaponry (see § 31-36 below).

April 28-29, 2010 Assaults

31) On April 25, 2010, C/Os Lavivara and Harrison deprived Anthony Kelley of a meal on the pretext that he refused.  Prior to this Lavivara was overheard saying “we’re not feeding Kelley 28 cell shit.”  When inmate Isaac Sanchez spoke up on Mr. Kelley’s behalf he was issued a false misconduct and both prisoners were placed on yard, shower, and water restriction.  Sgt. Buck was informed of the misconduct of these C/Os.

32) During the days leading up to April 28, C/Os Morelli, Hostkins and other deprived Kelley and Sanchez meals on the direct orders of Sgt. Buck and Sgt. Hutchings with the approval of Lt. Mosier.  Sgt. Buck and Lt. Mosier both made clear that these two were being targeted in retaliation for the recently published 93-page report by the Human Rights Coalition detailing torture and other ill-treatment of prisoners in SCI Dallas, especially those in the RHU.  Several other prisoners, including Carrington Keys, Andre Jacobs, and Duane Peter were all told that they were next to be targeted.

33) On April 28, 2010, Isaac Sanchez was attacked with pepper spray by guards in body armor/riot gear on the blatantly false pretext that a food tray that remained in his cell from April 25th had to be recovered immediately.  This attack was carried out by C/O Morelli, Sgt. Hutchings and unnamed others, and was reportedly ordered by Lt. Mosier.  After being attacked and forcibly removed from his cell, Isaac Sanchez was strapped to a restraint chair for several hours, more than 20 according to one report, and was not able to cleanse himself of the pepper spray he was saturated with.  Mr. Sanchez has been repeatedly targeted by staff for filing grievances and issuing reports of human rights violations to outside agencies during the past 10 months.  The whereabouts of the food tray remain unknown to our office.

34) On April 29, 2010, ten prisoners in the RHU covered the windows of their cell doors in a non-violent/peaceful protest against the escalating abuse and threats of violence.  They requested to speak to the local public defenders office or media.  Instead, staff refused to negotiate a resolution to their grievances or entertain any non-violent possibility of rectifying the situation, turning immediately to extreme and unwarranted use of force.  Six prisoners were attacked with chemical and electro-shock weaponry, although the doors had been uncovered prior to some or all of these attacks.  Andre Jacobs was the first to be targeted and he was sprayed more than 4 times and reportedly shocked with an electric taser more than 15 times and suffered a bloody mouth.  Anthony Kelley was next and he was severely beaten, tasered more than 20 times in his head, genitalia, buttocks, back, neck, and other places.  Guards attempted to pull his dreadlocks out and punched and choked him severely.  Following the assault, Mr. Kelley was handcuffed to a restraint belt that was placed on his waist so tight that it left scabs.  Mr. Kelley was kept in a cell with no mattress, blankets or sheets, clothes, or any state-issue items in excess of 50 hours.  Next to be extracted from their cell was Carrington Keys, who was also severely beaten and tasered and had his mouth busted open.  Fourth was Anthony Locke who was reportedly beaten and tasered more than anyone else and then cuffed to a restraint belt, shackled, and left naked in a cell.  Fifth to be assaulted on this day was Derrick Stanley, who was also tasered and stripped naked and left in the same conditions as Mr. Kelley and Mr. Locke.  Mr. Stanley suffered a gash over his right eye requiring three stitches.  The sixth and final target was Duane Peters, also attacked with pepper spray, tasered, and given a busted mouth.  Carrington Keys, and probably others, were issued several fabricated misconducts in an effort to cover and invert the reality of the incidents.  Mr. Keys was issued seven misconducts for attacking seven guards, including those who were outside his cell while he was being beaten, maced, and tasered by other guards.

35) After these assaults Andre Jacobs was transferred to SCI Coal Township; Carrington Keys was transferred to SCI Frackville; Derrick Stanley was transferred to SCI Mahanoy.

36) DOC policy requires that all cell extractions be videotaped.  The videotape footage of the above incidents will reveal one of two possibilities: 1) footage confirming the above via direct footage of the assault; or, 2) footage confirming the above by the deliberate aversion of the camera from guards attacking prisoners.

Request for Accountability and Criminal Charges to be Filed

37) A letter of notice (see enclosed) regarding the pattern of human rights violations at SCI Dallas reported to our offices was sent to those in the PA DOC command hierarchy in September, including Secretary Beard, Office of Professional Responsibility Director James Barnacle, and former Superintendent Klopotoski, along with state officials regarding severe, deliberate, and ongoing human rights violations and criminal conduct perpetrated by SCI Dallas staff.  To date we have received no reply, and there has been no indication or report of an investigation into this matter.  Superintendent Jerome Walsh has been aware of these reports and has failed to enforce policy or law.

38) As the enclosed official PA DOC grievance statistics demonstrate, there is a pattern and practice of denying inmate grievances and abuse allegations despite the facts of the matter, as evidenced by the transparently biased figures for January 1, 2008 to April 31, 2009, in which less than 2% of inmate grievances were upheld.

39) Given the demonstrated unwillingness of those in supervisory positions responsible for internal investigations within the PA DOC in general and SCI Dallas in particular, this complaint is being submitted to District Attorney Jacqueline Carrol Musto for prompt consideration pursuant to the Pa.R.Crim.P. rule Rule 506, which stipulates that ‘When the affiant is not a law enforcement officer, the complaint shall be submitted to an attorney for the Commonwealth, who shall approve or disapprove it without unreasonable delay.”  

40) Based on a review of the extensive documentation herein and the presence of voluminous questions of material fact requiring proper investigation, I am requesting that the District Attorney notify the Pa. State Police (PSP) and request that an investigation be conducted pursuant to the PSP Field Regulations Manual policy and procedures for criminal investigations, section 1.03(L), which provides that Troop personnel are authorized to conduct investigations “when complaints against Department of Corrections’ personnel involve unusual circumstance.”  “Unusual circumstances”, indicating that the PA DOC is not being operated in accord with usual prescriptions of legality, can be discerned from the following facts: that the PA DOC grievance system rules against prisoners over 98% of the time; the suicide of Matthew Bullock and reports of deaths from medical neglect contained in the abuse logs; the financial and political incentive the PA DOC has in condoning, enabling, or otherwise not preventing sabotage of civil litigation against them by Andre Jacobs and others similarly situated ; the sheer volume and consistency of reports from SCI Dallas and throughout the PA DOC and their demonstration of a coherent, meaningful, and deliberate pattern of retaliation and intimidation against prisoners who seek to resolve violations of their civil and human rights vis-à-vis constitutionally protected and peaceful means such as filing grievances and lawsuits and corresponding with outside monitoring agencies.

41) The completion of an initial investigation will have been achieved when conducted in accord with the Criminal Investigations section of the PSP Field Regulations Manual, section 1.03(A), stipulating that the matter be assigned initially to a criminal investigator due to the fact that the crimes alleged fit categories 1 (“heinous or other serious crimes against the person) and 4 (are likely to “evolve into a lengthy investigation); section 1.03(B) mandating immediate contact with the victim, in this case Andre Jacobs and others who are identified as being the victims of criminal violations in the course of the investigation; section 1.03(C) indicating that the initial investigation should ascertain, inter alia, the presence of the following “solvability indicators”: (a) witness(es) to the crime; (b) Knowledge, identification, or description of a suspect(s); (c) Knowledge of where a suspect(s) can be located and information derived from interrogation of any suspect(s); (d) identifiable/traceable property; (e) Existence of a significant modus operandi; (f) Positive results from a collection of crime scene evidence [including herein the seizure and review of all relevant security camera footage]; (i) Pattern of crimes closely associated in nature committed within a restricted geographical area within a reasonable time frame; (j) All people present during the commission of the crime and those having a plain view of the scene or its access or egress have been identified and interviewed; 

42) Based on a review of the extensive documentation herein and upon the completion of an initial investigation conducted in accord with the Criminal Investigations section of the PSP Field Regulations Manual, I am requesting that the District Attorney approve the complaint and transmit the matter to the proper issuing authority as per Pa.R.Crim.P Rule 506(B)(1).

43) For the above reasons, and pursuant to Rule 131 which authorizes the issuing authority for the magisterial district in which the abovementioned crimes were committed to issue warrants and who is in receipt of this complaint and attendant documentation as well, I am requesting that criminal charges be brought against the above-named defendants for violating the laws of the state of Pennsylvania.  The acts described herein subvert the peace and dignity of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  Although Pa.R.Crim.P Rule 504(6)(a) specifies that it is not necessary to cite the statutes violated, the defendants have violated, inter alia, the following sections of the Pa.C.S.:

§ 903 Criminal Conspiracy

§ 2505 Causing or aiding suicide

§ 2701 Simple assault

§ 2702 Aggravated assault

§ 2705 Recklessly endangering another person

§ 2706 Terroristic threats

§ 2709 Harassment

§ 2710 Ethnic intimidation

§ 4953 Retaliation against witness, victim or party

§ 5101 Obstructing administration of law or other governmental function

§ 5301 Official oppression

44) The actions described above further violate federal statutes, Conspiracy Against Rights of Citizens and Deprivation of Rights Under Color of Law, enabled by Patterns and Practices prevalent within SCI-Dallas. Actions taken to further Conspiracy Against Rights of Citizens and Deprivation of Rights Under Color of Law are in violation of 18 U.S.C., Sections 241 and 242 respectively.  It is hereby requested that the District Attorney forward this complaint to the Department of Justice, Criminal Section of the Civil Rights Division, the United States District Attorney for the Middle District of Pennsylvania, and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.

45) In the event that the District Attorney’s office or the Magistrate fail to initiate prosecution because of a real or perceived conflict of interest or any other reason, I am requesting that the matter be transmitted to the Attorney General of Pa., who is in receipt of this complaint and attendant documentation, for prosecution under § 732-205(a)(1)(3) of the Pa. Commonwealth Attorney’s Act.
